Understand the linguistic impact of onomatopoeia on writing
	· Revise and consolidate vowel, consonant, adjective, adverb, pronoun and conjunction; masculine and feminine, singular and plural; tense; paragraph
· Continue to highlight and discuss the above terms during ‘big’ book lessons/while sharing texts with pupils
· Continue to make links with reading activities

· Get pupils to complete exercises/activities on above to consolidate terms

· Get pupils to identify /discuss terms while conferencing and editing
· Use ‘Big’ books and a variety of texts to highlight/teach examples of new  terms- main point, topic sentence, evidence, subject, predicate, clause, quotation mark, apostrophe and punctuation
· Ask pupils to identify/highlight above in their reading activities through whole class lessons using ‘big’ books, group work, reading trios/pairs

· Discuss  and highlight the above terms in pupils writing particularly during North Lanark planning and conferencing activities

· Discuss the terms main points and topic sentence in the contexts of  writing a variety of texts both fiction/non-fiction

· Ask pupils to include main points and topic sentences in their own writing when looking at paragraph writing and extracting information in note-taking activities
· Encourage the pupils to highlight/categorise examples of these terms in their own/peers’ writing

· In discussing structure of sentences introduce the terms simple and compound sentences and highlight  in reading and writing activities – use exemplars to illustrate
· Discuss the effectiveness  of simple and compound sentences in writing texts- compound sentences make writing more descriptive and interesting but simple sentences can create impact

· Introduce and highlight ‘clauses’ e.g. adjectival clause, verb clause, noun clause, subsidiary clause when reading ‘big’ books /while sharing texts with pupils
· Discuss the difference between main clause and subsidiary clause using examples from shared texts/big books

· Highlight the terms subject and predicate in reading sentences in  texts

· Ask pupils to break down sentences into subject and predicate when completing writing and reading activities and explain that the predicate part of a sentence usually starts with a ‘verb’

· Give opportunities to extend pupils’ awareness of punctuation especially in the use of quotation marks and apostrophe through their writing
· Discuss and highlight the term punctuation as a vehicle for describing these technical features of their writing

· Develop the use of ‘spelling and grammar’ function on Textease/Word to support punctuation
· Ask pupils to complete written exercises from grammar scheme/commercial material/worksheets on identified terms

· Introduce the term onomatopoeia and give examples/model examples of onomatopoeia and discuss their linguistic impact

· Ask the pupils to make up their own examples of above in pairs/groups

· Encourage pupils to use onomatopoeic words in their own writing where it is appropriate e.g. in poems, descriptive passages etc.
