	· Introduce the term ‘letter’ as the sounds and the names of the letters in the  alphabet

· Play games such as ‘I spy, The Minister’s cat and alphabetical order  games

· Highlight the ‘vowel’ and ‘consonant’ letters and get pupils to identify vowels/consonant letters

· Through the contexts of reading and writing discuss how various numbers of letters can be grouped to create ‘words’

· Create word walls and arrange words under different headings to introduce the categorisation of words

· Get pupils to use magnetic letters and boards to make up ‘words’

· Encourage use of ‘letters/words/phrases’ from the classroom environment as an aid to writing

· Provide the pupils with opportunities to play word / picture matching games

· Provide the pupils with opportunities to use electronic worksheets to match pictures to words/words to words etc. using the mouse 

· Ask  pupils to use their own personal dictionaries to find words

· Discuss the term ‘sentence’ through the context of composing a story and/or reading a story/big book
· Read out ‘real’ and ‘nonsense sentences’ and get pupils to identify the real ‘sentences’

· Discuss the term ‘conjunction’ within the context of reading and writing activities e.g. highlighting term in ‘big’ books, discussing the best conjunction to use

· Play games using the ‘best’ conjunction (to help pupils understand that ‘and’ is not always the most suitable)

·  Through  writing and reading contexts highlight the use of ‘capital letters’ and ‘full stops’

· Ask pupils to use coloured pencils to highlight capitals and full stops while editing their written work 

· Use writing activities to highlight the processes of planning, drafting and re-drafting
· Encourage pupils to be familiar with and use the above terms in activities across the curriculum
