Imaginative Writing - Level F

To achieve Level F you must be able to provide evidence that you can write in a variety of genres making use of different literary conventions:

· Plot: attempt to write from a particular stance or point of view
· Characters: background, appearance, behaviour, personality, dialogue, thoughts, feelings and reactions
· Setting: in time and place
· Atmosphere: attempt to create mood and tone in your writing

· Structure: use quite complex structure and organisation to create interesting pieces of work

· Language: experiment to create particular effects through use of dialogue and dialect

Personal Writing - Level F
To achieve Level F you must be able to provide evidence that you can write about personal experiences to show you:

· can use ideas, structures and vocabulary appropriate to a variety of forms of personal writing

· are able to reflect on the experience

· have some grasp of appropriate style

Functional Writing – Level F

To achieve Level F, you must be able to write in a number of different ways which will:

· communicate key events, facts, points of view and ideas for a particular purpose

· show you can use a range of research procedures to collect information

· collate information in order to present a point of view or argument

· show you can select and collate information for a particular task and purpose
· use appropriate conventions of writing with confidence
· show you can organise your ideas
· show you can understand and use specialist language correctly

Writing about texts – Level F

To achieve Level F you must be able to write about a wide variety of texts in response to a clear task. In this writing you must:

· show an understanding of the key points of the text

· give the evidence from the text to support your ideas

· organise your ideas to present a clear line of thought

· show a clear personal response to the text
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
