· Show pupils and demonstrate appropriate writing frame: Discursive, Persuasive, Report Writing

· Ask pupils to choose frame appropriate to their purpose and audience

· Reinforce the identified core writing targets for level F (see support material)

· Remind pupils to use a variety of sentence structures; topic sentences and linking words

· Reinforce use of topic sentences and linking words and specialist vocabulary 

· Assess achievement of level by marking 2 pieces of writing according to level F criteria
