· Reinforce the core targets for level F

· Ask pupils to discuss appropriate experiences on which they might reflect either in groups, pairs or as a class

· Provide opportunities for pupils  to plan, write, conference, improve, edit, proof read and publish their writing

· provide models of reflective writing pointing out reflection where it occurs

· Provide pupils with key phrases which introduce reflection e.g.: Looking back; It is clear to me now; I now realise; On reflection etc.   

· Stress the importance of planning and structuring of their writing, providing alternative methods of structuring as exemplars: chronological; non chronological; using flashbacks or flash forward etc

· Teach the creation of ‘mood’ using  well written models from novels/texts/plays etc 

· Revise point of view and how it is created by showing and modelling a variety of examples of texts

· Immerse pupils in different types of creative writing and get them to use these as models for their own short stories, poems and scripts.

· Ask pupils to highlight effective examples of imagery and style in published writing as well as in their own and their peers’ writing

· Provide examples of literature in Scots dialect and ask them to experiment with dialect in their own writing.

· Assess achievement of level by marking 2 pieces of writing according to level F criteria
