	Undertake the following procedures:

· Lead ongoing discussion of poem 

· Introduce genre

· Teach different forms of poems as appropriate: ballad, free verse, sonnet, limerick, etc

· Teach use of topic sentences

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph on the method of narration in their poem

· Teach setting in place and time

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph on the setting of their poem

· Ask pupils to summarise the main points of the poem in less than 100 words

· Teach pupils rhyme scheme and rhythm

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph on the rhyme scheme and rhythm of the poem 

· Revise imagery, sound effects, repetition of structure

· Ask pupils to pick out and identify examples of above and explain why they are effective

· Teach use of quotations and use of supporting evidence

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph describing their personal response to the poem

· Introduce theme (message) contained in the poem

· Ask pupils to discuss, in groups, possible themes in the poem

· Ask pupils to find evidence/quotations for these themes

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph describing what they think the theme(s) are with supporting evidence/quotations

· Introduce linking words

· Teach in how to write an essay/ written text in response to a set essay question

· Ask pupils to write an essay/written text  in response to a question using relevant information from paragraphs
