	Undertake the following procedures:

· Lead discussion of text

· Introduce features of  genre

· Teach different methods of narration (1st person, adopting a persona; 3rd person, omniscient author); point of view

· Teach use of topic sentences

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph on the method of narration in their text

· Teach setting in place and time

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph on the setting of their text

· Ask pupils to summarise the main points of the plot in less than 100 words

· Teach creation of character through action, dialogue, authorial comment

· Ask pupils to discuss, in groups, aspects of the main characters and their feelings about them

· Teach use of quotations and use of supporting evidence

· Ask pupils to find apt quotations to back up opinions of characters

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph describing the main characters, using supporting evidence and quotation with personal response 

· Introduce theme (message) contained in the novel

· Ask pupils to discuss, in groups, possible themes in the novel

· Ask pupils to find evidence/quotations for these themes

· Ask pupils to write a paragraph describing what they think the theme(s) are with supporting evidence/quotations

· Introduce linking words

· Teach in how to write an essay/written text in response to a set essay question

· Ask pupils to write an essay/written text in response to a question using relevant information from paragraphs
