	· Revise and consolidate the use of comma, question mark and exclamation mark

· Continue to make pupils aware of the use of paragraphs in reading and writing texts 

· Encourage the pupils to self/peer edit their punctuation in writing  to take account of core writing  targets

· Introduce the ‘apostrophe’ by highlighting in texts/big books and explain uses: for contractions; to show ownership
· Teach pupils how to use the apostrophe appropriately

· Encourage the pupils to identify when they should include the apostrophe in their own writing 

· Highlight the use of direct speech in a variety of  ‘big’ books/ texts  ( comics, stories, plays, transcripts ) and the features that indicate speech e.g. speech bubbles, inverted commas (speech marks)

· Discuss the terms ‘inverted commas’, ‘direct speech’, ’66 and 99’, ‘dialogue’ (indicate that inverted commas can appear in texts 2 ways – “   ” or  ‘    ’ )
· Make use of North Lanark style cards where pupils hold up appropriate punctuation mark cards in a ‘ human’ sentence

· Give pupils opportunities to complete short comic strips with speech bubbles
· Teach pupils how and where to use the appropriate punctuation marks i.e. inverted commas, commas, full stops, question/exclamation marks etc.

· Give the pupils opportunities to transfer the above into dialogue with the speaker identified 

e.g. “ Come here,” said Peter

      “ No,” replied Jane

· Emphasise to pupils that each new speaker requires a new line

· Ask  pupils to use coloured pencils/pens (no more than 3), one to denote each speaker to support the writing of dialogue

· Emphasise to  pupils that they should restrict the number of speakers to 3 at any one time and that dialogue has to take a story forward

· Provide opportunities for pupils to write short plays or contexts for dialogue

· Make up banks of verbs used in dialogue e.g. cried, shouted, whispered etc and emphasise the ineffectiveness of the repeated ‘said’ in creating meaning, mood and atmosphere

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete exercises from commercially produced/teacher prepared material to consolidate  terms both in school and at home
· Help pupils to structure their writing by using paragraphs with increasing accuracy.

· Highlight the above with the use of published texts, drawing attention to topic sentences, main ideas and writing frames

· Introduce useful words to link paragraphs: moreover, in addition, however, nevertheless, in conclusion, finally, therefore 

· Highlight in shared texts/’big’ books good models of sentence structure which help to create meaning, mood and atmosphere 
· Highlight how using the exclamation mark can create tension, suspense, excitement, shock etc.
· Highlight how  breaking long sentences into short simple sentences can  convey tension/drama etc
· Ask pupils to identify good models of above from  their own reading 
· Ask pupils to identify good examples of  sentence structure from their own writing when conferencing and record on Text Detective Boards
· Collect good examples and add to ‘Bright Ideas’ books
· Highlight/explain uses of other common punctuation symbols - colon, dash, semi-colon and hyphen
