	· Revise and consolidate spelling patterns/rules up to and including level C

· Continue to assess 200 common words 

· Continue to use a graded spelling scheme (if appropriate)

· Ensure that spellings taught are transferred into all areas of written work

· Undertake dictations for assessment/diagnostic purposes

· Continue to work on alphabetical ordering looking at 2nd- 4th letter

· Provide opportunities for children to use a thesaurus, dictionary, index, glossary etc both in school and as part of  school and homework exercises to support spelling

· Provide opportunities for pupils to play  word games/activities (see spelling support materials, ‘Quick Literacy Activities’ booklet, Morag Russell’s material)

· Link spelling to grammar activities i.e. synonyms and antonyms

· Encourage children to investigate the origins of words and make up ‘origin’ families (this could be done using the internet, dictionary )
· Provide pupils with a variety of activities such as word searches, crosswords and anagrams using specialist words

· Ask  pupils to make specialist word lists/banks e.g. computer words, Science words, Health words, Historical words, Maths words, project words etc. and display or list in personal dictionaries 
· Look at the common prefixes and suffixes
·  Revise plural formations and rules for formation

· Ask  pupils to complete exercises on above using commercially produced/teacher materials 

· Ask pupils to complete lists of words with same prefixes, suffixes

· Make up cards/activities with different bases/stems, prefixes and suffixes and ask pupils to match them so they make real words (refer to Knowledge about language in reading)
· Provide opportunities for self and peer correction using an agreed marking code incorporating the editing  strategies used in North Lanark guidelines
· Ask pupils to continue to use ‘Have a go’ boards during writing  if appropriate

·  Provide opportunities for all pupils to use the spelling/grammar functions on word processing

· Give all pupils access to spellcheckers

· Look at eponyms (words named after people) e.g. pavlova, sandwich, wellingtons- make up class lists

· Look at acronyms e.g. scuba: Self Contained Underwater Breathing Apparatus and palindromes e.g. mum, radar
