· Explain school strategies for spelling to parents to support homework activities

· Provide opportunities for pupils to build on prior learning making sets of simple words with the same rime (relate to phonics work)

· Provide opportunities for playing rhyming riddles

· Provide opportunities for pupils to build on prior learning by making sets of simple words with the same onset e.g. words beginning with ‘d’

· Provide opportunities for pupils to clap/beat out simple syllables within words

· Provide opportunities to blend and encode regular cvc/cvcc/cvvc words e.g. ‘pram’ ; vowel digraphs ‘oo’, ‘ee’, ‘ai’(relate to phonics work)

· Provide opportunities for pupils  ICT programmes for above where the pupils use a mouse to point and click on words to match to pictures

· Give opportunities for pupils to create, enter one or more sentences in word processing and amend spelling errors

· Use ICT spelling packages to support spelling activities

· Introduce direct teaching methods, following a structured progressive programme with individuals and groups to teach words conforming to specific letter  patterns e.g. using LOOK, SAY, COVER,WRITE, CHECK method or other teaching strategy that is used in structured programme

· Teach pupils that letter names are constant but the sounds they represent vary

· Ask pupils to add own words to specific spelling patterns

· Ask pupils to play spelling games with common words/letter patterns with partners/trio using

‘Have a Go’ boards, spelling cards etc. e.g. partner dictation, Kim’s game, Spelling connections ( see spelling activities in support material)

· Play appropriate  activities in ‘Quick Literacy Activities’ booklet (see resources) 
· Provide opportunities for parents to play spelling games with pupils at home

· Ask pupils to try to spell unfamiliar words during writing activities using ‘have a go’ boards’ 
· Introduce the first 100 reading and spelling words – introduce 5 new common words a week

· Get pupils to write words of the week  daily on their little individual ‘whiteboards’ and self correct

· Encourage the pupils to look for smaller words within longer words

· Get the pupils to make ‘concept’ words, word shapes or word sums for list words e.g. s+end = send

· Make up word banks on reading and writing walls particularly under the headings: Who? Where? When? and encourage the pupils to access these and add  their own suggestions

· Introduce alphabetical order and play games such as e.g. the Minister’s Cat, I packed my suitcase ….using words in alphabetical order

· Introduce the pupils to a simple personal wordbook and add words to the lists

· Encourage the pupils to add their own words to their wordbooks

· During North Lanark activities encourage the pupils to use ‘have a go’ boards where pupils attempt to spell words independently

· Give opportunities for pupils to use/have access to pictorial dictionaries to support spelling

· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete simple written exercises on alphabetical order
