	· Teach pupils  the Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check method of spelling (or agreed school strategy.)

· Reinforce the school strategy for spelling with parents 

· Revise first 100  common  reading and spelling words from North Lanark pack

· Introduce 5 new common words(from second 100 common words) to the class each week –words of the week

· Get pupils to write words of the week daily on their little ‘whiteboards’ and self correct

· Give pupils opportunities to practise words as part of homework exercises

· Provide opportunities for pupils to self/peer edit common words during writing activities
· Continue to use a progressive spelling programme

· Teach the pupils that a sound can be represented by more than one letter or letters – illustrate examples of these

· Introduce new spelling patterns to groups once a week and complete follow-up work on same e.g. add to lists of words with similar letter patterns, make up letter pattern books, complete exercises from commercially produced textbooks

· Assess spelling by completing weekly tests and regularly use dictations to check spelling in context 
·  Provide opportunities for pupils to play spelling activities games with partners/trios (see spelling activities support material)

· Provide opportunities for pupils to play appropriate spelling games from ‘ Quick Literacy Activities’ booklet

· Teach pupils sound-symbol knowledge through visual and auditory activities:

-       look for visual  patterns within words   

        and words within words including compound words and 

        syllables

· group words that have the same sound patterns e.g. er  
        words – word, bird, mother, curtain

· Provide opportunities for pupils to reinforce their learning by use of crosswords/word searches/word quizzes etc 

· Check for use of learnt words in North Lanark writing tasks and other writing activities 

· Highlight/add to words on the reading and writing wall e.g. use words/phrases that pupils come up with and put under appropriate headings e.g. Where? Why? When? 
· Encourage the pupils to use/access these words

· Teach the pupils how to use a simple personal word book/ spelling board to write down words they may use again

· Ask the pupils to investigate words that have the same spelling patterns but different sounds and group together

· Encourage the pupils to build up word-banks of topic/specialist words and display in the classroom

· Use ICT spelling packages to support spelling activities

· Introduce the ‘spell- checker’ on Textease/Word and independent spell-checker and demonstrate how to use them – also discuss it’s  limitations.

· Teach the pupils how to use a simple dictionary

· Discuss/revise alphabetical order using 2nd letter

· Ask pupils to complete simple dictionary exercises – interactive/written using teacher prepared material and commercially produced resources

· Introduce simple spelling rules (see support material)
· Display a copy on classroom wall

· Ask  pupils to complete exercises on rules using teacher prepared/commercially prepared material
