	Spell the 200 common reading and writing words

Spell words used less often with increasing accuracy in extended writing tasks

Apply knowledge of common patterns and simple rules when spelling unknown words

Use a variety of strategies to support spelling
Use a more complex dictionary to support spelling

Use a spellchecker to check unknown words

	· Continue with the agreed school strategies for teaching spelling e.g.   Look , Say, Cover, Write, Check method of spelling 
· Continue with a progressive spelling programme

· Revise 200 common reading and spelling words regularly through e.g. homework, weekly tests, writing words on individual whiteboards, word games etc.

· Remind pupils of the level C core targets during writing activities and encourage self/peer assessment during editing of writing
· Check for use of learnt words in North Lanark writing tasks and other writing activities 

· Introduce new spelling patterns to groups once a week and complete follow-up work on same e.g. add to lists of words with similar letter patterns, make up letter pattern books, complete exercises from commercially produced textbooks

· Give pupils opportunities to practise new spelling patterns as part of homework exercises
· Introduce more spelling rules  (see spelling rules in support material)

· Get pupils to complete simple exercises on spelling rules both interactive and written
· Teach the pupils to look for patterns within words and words within words e.g. there’s a rat in separate

· Illustrate mnemonics - because  = big elephants can’t always use small exits

· Look at word families – know, knowledge, known, acknowledge
· Look at compound words – break/fast, time/table

· Look at base words – base word of exploration is explore- and word building to create new other words e.g. explored

· Discuss ‘homophones’ e.g. here/hear and ‘homographs’ e.g. read/read
· Ask the pupils to further investigate words that have the same spelling patterns but different sounds and get pupils to  group them together

· Look at formation of tenses – hope (hoped), hop (hopped), pull (pulled)
· Provide opportunities for pupils to complete spelling activity games (see support material, ‘Quick Literacy Activities’ booklet and material from Morag Russell)

· Highlight/add to words on the reading and writing wall e.g. use words/phrases that pupils come up with and put under appropriate headings e.g. Where? Why? When? 

· Continue to encourage the pupils to use personal word books to record useful words

· Encourage the pupils to build up word-banks of topic/specialist words e.g. project words, Science words, computer words etc. and display in the classroom or include in own personal word books
· Support pupils with spelling difficulties by using ‘predictive’ text software packages (if appropriate)

· Introduce pupils to more complex dictionaries (less supported by pictures)

·  Look at 1st-3rd place in alphabetical order and get pupils to complete  dictionary exercises  

· Encourage the use of the ‘thesaurus’ to look for interesting words (link to writing/reading activities)
· Use ICT spelling packages to support spelling activities

· Continue to use the ‘spell- checker’ on Textease/Word and independent spell-checkers
