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Risk Watch in Action

This section contains culminating activities for pupils that will reinforce the eight risk areas and pupils are encouraged to share these with other pupils, parents, caregivers, friends and the community.

Quick Think
This activity helps develop skills needed in emergency, such as creative thinking and spontaneous problem-solving skills and it encourages quick mind work, clear responses and the ability to answer questions “on the spot”.

The Brainy Baby-sitter
Accepting responsibility for another person’s child or children is a serious decision requiring maturity, leadership, and knowledge of potential risks and clear communication skills. It also requires knowing when to say “no” to a request that is beyond one’s capabilities. This activity outlines a situation in which pupils working individually or in groups will evaluate the potential risks, make a decision about how or whether to perform a particular activity and then to make a group decision about safety procedures.

What’s a Risk?
To make the correct choices about risks, pupils must be able to recognise a potentially dangerous situation, understand what they can do to be safer in that situation and have the confidence to take the proper action regardless of what others around them might choose to do.

Stumper Stories
Through use of stories, pupils will have an opportunity to analyse realistic scenarios and to communicate important injury prevention messages to members of the school, community and others.

Dr. Out-There
This activity stimulates creative thinking and problem solving as pupils apply Risk Watch skills and coaching techniques in an imaginative way.
