Strand: Social Health 2 This strand explores the interaction of the individual, the community and the environment in relation to health and safety.

Attainment targets: Develop their knowledge of local health support services and how to access them.

Identify  a minimum of 4 health support services in the community

Identify how they could access support services

Identify the role of the voluntary services in the community in supporting health
What local health Support  Services do we have in our area?

· Ask the pupils to consider the health support services they are familiar with in the community. Make the pupils aware of other agencies they may not be familiar with.

· Invite a  member of a support service to give a talk on their functions e.g., midwives, doctors, nurses, child welfare officer, dentist, health promoting officer. Discuss the possible links the different services may have with each other.

· Discuss how they can access these services e.g. through doctor, social worker, school , Yellow pages, magazines, information points etc. Consider on-line/telephone  helplines and TV advertising e.g. Childline, What’s the  Score?,  Samaritans, Health Promotion etc. Get pupils to further investigate Health Support Groups by looking up Yellow Pages/Health Magazines/Health websites.

· Discuss the role of the voluntary sector. Invite a member of a voluntary  organisation  in to talk to the pupils. Get the pupils to prepare and carry out an interview and /or ask pupils to write to associations requesting information and material  on the help they offer e.g. Blind Association, MS Association,  Cancer Associations, Salvation Army  etc.  Get pupils to report findings back to class or to whole school at assembly etc.
