· Use and identify tone in order to understand the attitude and feelings of the speaker.

· Use and identify the term target audience.

· Use and identify the terms argument, statement, conversation and debate.

· Discuss  ‘tone’ by modelling the term in their spoken language in the school setting.

· Provide opportunities for pairs/small groups to experiment with ‘tone’ e.g. give the pupils a phrase such as ‘Where have you been?’ and ask them to convey the phrase in a certain tone eg angry, gentle, sympathetic, critical, resigned, sarcastic, weary, enthusiastic, disappointed etc.  

· Provide opportunities for the pupils to listen to/watch  radio/TV programmes and discuss how ‘tone’ is used to identify the above.

· Provide opportunities in role-play /drama to express themselves using ‘tone’. 

· Teach the meaning of the term ‘target audience’ ie: the language of pre-school television programmes; peer group; specialist/interest-based audience eg: sports programme.

· Provide examples to assist pupils’ understanding.

· Set up situations in which pupils are required to prepare presentations for a variety of different audiences eg: talking to a nursery class, a group of parents (Pupil Council) etc

· Explain the meanings of these terms.

· Set up activities to exemplify their meaning eg: in pairs pupils could  talk to each other about  their weekend  (conversation); be given a controversial statement on a piece of paper and tell them to make points for and against (argument); give individual pupils a word and they make a list of 5 statements about it eg: A banana is a piece of fruit. Set up class debates.

NB: The teacher should make use of every opportunity to reinforce the above terminology in the daily work of the class.
