· Across the wide range of talk situations, actively consider audience needs 

· Consider their own purpose as talkers

· Take some account of register, pace, tone and language

· Make more obvious use of non-verbal enhancement of their talks

· Extend their repertoire of presentational styles
· Provide a variety of audiences for pupils to speak to e.g. large and small groups, younger children, peers, parents, community members, different interest groups

· Discuss the audience and its needs with the pupils before they start planning

· Support them during the preparation and rehearsal stages advising where necessary

· Encourage the pupils to think carefully about what they want to achieve in their talks and how to achieve this using the skills they have learned

· Reinforce the ideas of pace and language and introduce the concept of tone e.g. angry, pleasant, instructional, sarcastic (register)

· Use recorded material for discussion and let children experiment with their own voices using tape recorders

· Support the pupils in applying this to their talks

· Provide video recorded examples of speakers using non-verbal cues in their talking. Discuss these with the pupils

· Provide drama activities and games in which the pupils can practise different effects

· Support the pupils in using the skill in their talks

· Provide a wider variety of speaking opportunities as outlined in previous strands and support the pupils
