Conveying information, instructions and directions. 

Listening for information, instructions and directions - Level E
Attainment Targets :

Talk to convey information, instructions or directions which require the listener to make decisions and choices.

Listen to texts containing information on which they have to make decisions and choices, and act upon these.

· Show sensitivity to the needs of the listener.

· Convey more open-ended information, instructions or directions to take account of the possible reactions of the listeners.

· Listen for particular purposes eg: to        pinpoint specific information; to gain a general impression of the theme or gist of a text; to follow closely the line of argument or explanation.

         
· Develop pupils’ awareness of, and sensitivity to, audience requirements and reactions. 

· Develop/introduce skills such as varying pace and tone, emphasis, use of anecdote or marshalling evidence in support of argument (teacher demonstration, videos of young people talking etc)

· Share the assessment criteria with pupils who may use assessment or evaluation sheets to assess their own performance and that of others.

· Continue to encourage pupils to be aware of the reasons/importance of concentrated listening and focus on listening for a purpose.


· Observation and or assessment of skills.

· Grasp of criteria in effective self and peer/assess.
