Attainment Targets :

Talk to the class giving an ordered account of a topic such as an activity undertaken, a personal experience, an interest, feelings and opinions or an account of a group discussion.

· Prepare an individual talk for a class or group which shows evidence of research, planning , organisation and the identification of main ideas from supporting ideas and evidence

· Show an increased awareness of audience.

· Participate with greater confidence in both peer and self assessment.


· Remind the children of the importance of making notes, identifying the main/ key points and organising their notes in sequence.

· Continue to give practice in the above skills.

· As necessary provide proformas in order to monitor and support pupils in their note-taking.

· Provide opportunities for a 3or 4 minute talk/ presentation/ powerpoint presentation which their peers can then discuss and question them on.

· Encourage the pupils to independently  research, plan, organise, identify main ideas etc. 

· Provide time to rehearse presentations, giving support and advice whilst using equipment as required.

· Encourage pupils to be selective both in the content and style of their presentation.

· Introduce the presented topics through discussion and modelling.

· Occasionally video-tape and record pupils’ presentations and talks so that they can evaluate and improve on their performance.

· Agree objectives with pupils.

· Ensure that time for feedback from their peers is provided.
