Listening for information, instructions and directions

Listen to and view texts containing a range of information – some of it complex – from which they have to identify, collate and compare features relevant to their purpose and use the information to make decisions and choices upon which they act.

Listening in groups

Listen to others in a group in order to clarify points, analyse issues raised in discussion.

Evaluate contributions, their own and others’, in terms of the development of the discussion.

Listening in order to respond to texts

Select and then listen to or view a wide range of texts of different kinds, live and recorded, including informal, idiomatic and dialect as well as standard forms, and respond in some detail, giving a clear personal reaction to key features of the text.

In listening to a wide range of texts, identify similarities and differences of form and content and comment upon how these reflect the author’s purposes and the needs of the audience.

Awareness of genre

Show familiarity with and make appropriate use of at least the following terms: stance, inference, significant features, evaluation.


· Recognise the characteristics of informational texts – including television and radio programmes and film as well as printed text.

· Recognise the relationship between speaker(s), audience and text.

· Make notes independently as a matter of course to assist recall of information.

· Select features of a text relevant to their purpose in listening, in order to reorganise, summarise and make constructive use of the material.

· Enter readily into group discussion of a wide range of texts, both literary and informative.

· Develop their ability to clarify and analyse so that discussion is purposeful.

· Promote discussion taking different roles (eg chair, reporter)

· Draw on their experience of an increasingly wide range of texts to begin to recognise and appreciate the relationship between writer/speaker and audience which is established through the stance (ie: author’s attitude/bias) and tone (eg: persuasive, informative, critical, humorous, satirical etc) of the text.

· Identify characteristics of genre in a wide range of texts.

· Start to show awareness of the importance of tone and its nuances.

· Consolidate their understanding of the terminology and language of spoken communication.

· Continue to develop their appreciation of the role of speakers and audience and the relationship between them.


· Provide a range of appropriate informative texts eg: documentary programmes, non-fiction texts.

· Explain the concept of the relationship between audience and text.

·  Develop and reinforce pupils’ understanding of this through specific exemplification and focused discussion. 

· Provide tasks which require prior note-taking and subsequent organisation of ideas and information eg: a debating speech, a piece of discursive writing etc

· Use video conferencing to allow pupils to listen to information from other schools

· Encourage the reading of a wide range of texts (class and/or group texts, books from Library, home etc)

· Help pupils to listen for lines of argument in a discussion.

· Increase use of self and peer assessment to enable pupils to evaluate their own contributions and those of others.

· Occasionally make video recording of group discussion to assist self and peer-assessment.

· Provide exemplification to assist pupils’ understanding of stance (eg: a piece of propaganda writing) and tone (eg: a satirical poem, an advert, a report of a football match from two different types of newspaper)

· Use questioning and/or structured discussions to develop the pupils’ confidence in using evidence and their own evaluation.

· Provide examples of a variety of genres to exemplify characteristics.

· Develop pupils’ understanding of how subtleties of tone can be used to convey the message of a text eg: techniques used for propaganda purposes, the language of advertising, satirical humour (‘Have I Got News For You’) etc.

· Set up dramatic reading and role play exercises for pupils to practise using tone to achieve specific effects.

· Explain (and actively reinforce) the meanings and develop pupils’ understanding of the terms: stance, inference, significant features, evaluation.

· Increasingly use specialist media terminology in discussion with pupils when discussing non-print text eg: soundtrack, casting, flashback etc
· Observation of pupils’ skills.
