Conveying information, instructions and directions

Talk accurately and relevantly, occasionally to an audience outwith the classroom or school, to convey quite complex information.

Give presentations in varied formats to suit different contexts.

Talking in groups

Contribute appropriately to discussion, demonstrating the ability to understand and analyse issues raised.

Clarify, develop and summarise what is said for the benefit of the group.
Relate to other members of the group and respond to other points of view.

Talking about experiences, feelings and opinions

Talk perceptively about their own experiences, feelings and opinions to a less familiar audience, and demonstrate increased spontaneity and controlled, well-structured presentation of content. 

Talking about texts

Talk perceptively and in some depth about the main concerns and selected features of a text and, where appropriate, relate these to their own experiences.

Talk independently about a wide range of texts and apply ideas in subsequent writing about texts.

Audience awareness

In the talking tasks above, take account of a range of purposes, with due attention to the expectations and needs of different audiences.

Show control of tone and pace.

Knowledge about language

Show that they understand and can use appropriately at least the following terms: tone, pace, audience, purpose, body language, interaction, premise, subjective and objective.


· Deliver a sustained presentation, possibly using audio-visual formats, Powerpoint etc to a variety of audiences. 

· Use video conferencing facility to communicate with another school

· Show awareness of audience (ie: age, degree of prior knowledge of the subject) in level of content, reaction to listeners and in response to questions.

· Vary presentations as appropriate (eg: debating speech, role-play)

· Perform, with increasing confidence, particular roles within the group (eg: chair, reporter).

· Show that they can participate constructively (ie: without dominating)

· Accommodate the views of other group members appropriately, encouraging them or giving way as appropriate

· Talk, with increasing confidence, in terms of delivery and appropriateness of content, about their own experiences.

· Talk about texts in groups and to the teacher.

· Give individual talks about texts which they would recommend to their listeners.

· Make useful notes to prompt the talk; these notes may be used to form the basis for more formal writing about texts.

· Acquire control of tone and pace of delivery appropriate to their content, purpose and audience which should result in presentations which are more natural and controlled.

· Become more confident in using appropriate terminology – through practice, self-assessment and peer-

     assessment
· Give opportunities for pupils to talk to a variety of audiences: small group of peers; whole class; other year groups (eg: whole-school debating), public speaking competitions 

· Provide situations and opportunities for role-play eg: text-based ‘hot seat’ character activities (pupil to step into the shoes of a character from a text and to answer questions from the audience to show empathy: How did you feel when . ? When . . . happened, why did you act in the way that you did? etc)

· Occasionally make a video recording of presentation to assist assessment

· Use video conferencing as a media for communication.

· Identify situations and subject matter and set up relevant and appropriately broad tasks for discussion by a group eg: news item

· Reinforce/model the particular roles in the group – chair etc

· Teach appropriate strategies (eg: useful phrases) for encouraging, challenging the views of others.

· Occasionally make a video recording of presentation to assist assessment.

· Set up situations for pupils to talk to a less familiar audience eg: talking in assembly about experiences on a school trip, talking to pupils in another class. 

· Guide and advise pupils in refining and improving aspects of delivery eg: pace, tone, eye-contact etc

· Occasionally make a video recording of presentation to assist assessment.

· Provide guidance in appropriate structure for a talk. (The teacher could model such a talk for the class/group)

· Help pupils to consider the main concerns and selected features of the text to interest and entertain the audience (eg: characterisation, theme, an exciting moment in the plot).

· Occasionally make a video recording of presentation to assist assessment.

· Model tone and pace in delivery (everyday ‘classroom talk’!)

· Play games to develop skills eg:’ Just a Minute’ (listen to examples of such programmes taped from radio) is good for pace; dramatic readings can be used to practise tone. 

· Help pupils to consolidate knowledge about language (most likely through direct teaching).
