	· Listen to texts that have a more demanding language and structure, whilst showing an increased attention span.

· Develop their responses to texts by comparing their reaction to those of classmates.

· Explore characters’ feelings and moods.

· Discuss preferences and choice of text to be heard or read.


	· In class/ circle time, small groups or pairs, continue to read aloud a range of stimulating texts including poetry, drama and mass media.

· Provide suitable recorded material and written texts eg. tv/ radio broadcasts, materials for the listening centre and talking books

· Encourage paired reading 

· Encourage older pupils to share texts they have written with younger pupils.

· Organise drama groups/storyteller/poet to visit the school

· Prompt children sensitively.

· Provide pupils with frequent planned and incidental opportunities to highlight differences between their individual responses to texts.

· Use questioning to stimulate discussion between adults and pupils and between pupils and their peers.

· Provide regular opportunities to enable pupils to role-play and perform and explore the characters.

· Offer a support structure if necessary eg. I think the boy felt angry when…because…

· On occasion, provide opportunities for the pupils to choose a text (written or audio) which they wish to hear/read and to justify their choice.
