	· Give a personal response to texts without preliminary discussion which will refer to their own experience and to other texts they have studied.

· Handle a greater variety of texts which demand greater maturity including plays in performance, films etc.

· Consider the concept of authorship.
	· Continue to provide suitable texts.

· Provide appropriate support when tackling more complex aspects eg. how a narrative is structured; how a character is suggested; how to distinguish between a character’s own point of view and what the author feels about it

· Build on previous discussions, drama, role-play and performance activities by continuing to explore and reflect on differing viewpoints and issues.

· Continue to provide texts of an appropriate theme.

· Make use of a variety of methods for making texts available to the widest range of pupils eg. group reading; taped version; teacher reading aloud; film, tv and radio adaptations.

· Remind pupils of appropriate terminology to aid responses.

· Working with groups use open-ended questions to stimulate discussion and consider who, for example, is the author of films, news stories or broadcasts.
