Offer at least two types of hats and state reason of use.

Give reason for selection of specific material.

Use vocabulary appropriately.

Use skills successfully.

Produce hat using the simple criteria.

Draw hat and complete evaluation part of Record Sheet A.

Make one constructive comment about another pupil’s hat.


Introduce the practical problem ‘scenario’ – “To make a party hat for a forthcoming event”.

Display a range of hats and ask pupils to collect designs from magazines etc.

Brainstorm types of hats used and discuss their purpose.

Discuss with class materials used for different types of hats. (eg wool, pvc, feathers)

Introduce vocabulary ie brim, cap, band, template, pattern

Demonstrate how to construct a simple headpiece that can be used to specific measurement requirements.  (see diagram below)

Discuss strength and fitting of frame.

Demonstrate the skill of measuring, cutting, stapling, folding joining, sticking and using a simple template.

Show the pupils the materials they could use (paper, fabric, card, feathers, wool etc)

Provide a simple criteria checklist for the pupils to follow in order to evaluate the hat.  (eg fits well, is comfortable, will not come apart easily, does it do the job)

Ask the pupils to complete design task and draw their design and list resources needed using Record Sheet A.

Ask the pupils to try out hats before evaluating on above sheet.

Review task with pupils.

Get the pupils to model their hats.
