Identify the main features of a house

Convey 3 reasons why all houses are not constructed in the same way

Understand the properties of some common building materials

Successfully complete skills

Use pictorial reference material to research for a task

Select suitable materials for task

Use a design/plan to complete a task

Make a simple evaluation of their task using the stated criteria 
Consider the basic structures and shapes that are used in the building of a house/home and  compare houses from around the world/from different time eras. 

Take the class outside to look at buildings/houses/homes in local environment. (This could also involve a visit to a local  construction site). 

Ask the pupils to identify the main features of a house and 2D and 3D shapes they can observe in the houses. 

Show the pupils a video/ pictures/photographs of houses in the UK and houses around the world. Provide opportunities for the pupils to discuss the similarities/differences of the houses they have seen and how/why they are constructed in certain ways.

Bring in a variety of real building materials and the properties of the materials can be examined and discussed e.g. strength, waterproofing, durability etc.

Discuss the task which is to build a model house.

Discuss with the pupils how they could go about making a variety of model houses. (This could be done in small groups/pairs/individually). 

Go through the process:

Research types of houses

Resource

Plan Design

Make

Test/evaluate

Demonstrate the following:

· cutting skills:

· How to cut on a line or fold

· How to cut into a shape to make a door

· How to cut holes for windows

· Folding and joining skills:

· How to fold card to make a hinge for a door/window
· How to use tape to make a hinge for a door/window.

Ask pupils to use pictures/photographs/illustrations to help them select suitable materials and plan/draw a design for their chosen house on Record sheet A. (Examples could be a house on stilts, a tepee, a tent, a shoe box house, an igloo, a log cabin).

Ask pupils to use their plans to make their models.

Ask pupils to evaluate the effectiveness of their construction task using the following simple criteria:

suitability of materials chosen, stability, effectiveness of moving/opening parts.

(They could decorate the models if time permits)

They will complete pictorial evaluation of task on Record sheet A.
