Convey the processes for manufacture

Suggest one way of making a puppet

Identify one feature that their character should have in their plan

Select appropriate materials for task

Introduce the subject of hand puppets and when and how we use them.

Discuss with the pupils they are going to make puppets to tell a story/rhyme etc. – makes it fun, interesting and exciting. 

Go through the process of manufacturing their puppets (as a real theatre company would do!)

Show the class a variety of puppets for example hand, sock, string and shadow and discuss how each one is made and moves.  

Tell the pupils a story and ask them to think of characters they could make while listening. 

Discuss the story and identify which characters need to be manufactured.

Put the class into groups to make identified puppets.

Resources

Show the pupils resources that they can use to make the basic shape of their puppets and to add detail (feather, felt/fabric, sequins, buttons, studs etc).

Demonstrate the basic processes that have to be carried out using the skills of cutting, joining and drawing round a form/template. Discuss the methods of joining – gluing, stitching etc.

Plan Design

Discuss with pupils which features each character requires.  Show the pupils pictorial materials that might be helpful in their design 

Ask pupils to design their puppet on Record Sheet A and record resources they will use.

Make

Ask the pupils to complete puppets using the processes demonstrated to them.

Test/Evaluate

Ask the pupils to perform their stories/rhymes to other classes with their puppets. Get the pupils to get feedback on the effectiveness of the puppets.

Discuss with the pupils how well they carried out their small manufacture.  Did their plans help them in the manufacture of the puppets?

Did it help them to look at possible material they could use before they made their puppets?

Was it helpful to talk over their ideas?

The pupils complete the evaluation part of Record Sheet A.
