Next steps for learning and 

teaching

· To become fully aware of body sounds

· To become fully aware of everyday sounds

· To understand ways of making sound with different un-tuned percussion instruments

· To understand simple musical concepts

· To distinguish between noise and music

· To make a simple un-tuned percussion instrument
instruct and help pupils to…

· explore voice sounds: hum/ whistle/blow/sing/echo.

· explore body sounds: stamp/tiptoe/tap/pat /clap

· explore sounds of everyday objects/environment such as sound searching silence in the classroom

e. g. A2 Seashells;

· explore different ways of making sounds with un-tuned percussion instruments e.g. by tapping, shaking, scraping.

· explore different contrasts in sounds: fast/slow, loud/soft, high/low, sound/silence, long/short through listening/playing games and music making.

e. g. A9 Meet the Instruments;

· consider a wide variety of sounds for their noise or musical characteristics.

      Caterpillar; 

· use materials ready to hand e.g. recycled material to make an instrument which produces sound by tapping, shaking or scraping.
