e. g. C1 Italian effect;

· use a variety of sound sources to introduce the concept of more subtle contrasts e.g. getting louder/softer, happy/sad, spooky/carefree for exploring mood

e. g. Deserted House;

· explore wide range of instruments and their properties by use of computer programs and web-sites;

· Design and make an instrument which requires ‘strings’ e.g. rubber bands over a sound box to produce sound.

· show an ability to portray desired mood?

· respond to the stimulus and make effective choices in developing ideas?

· identify instruments successfully?

· explain how the instrument was made, how it works and play it in music making?
