Next steps for learning and teaching

· To play tuned percussion instruments using two-handed co-ordination

· To play un-tuned percussion instruments using two-handed co-ordination

· To play reading from a form of notation

· To play well known phrases and melodies by ear

· To develop more expression and contrast when playing instruments

· To introduce tuition on instruments such as recorder


instruct and help pupils to…

· play chime bars, glockenspiel, xylophone and metallophone to accompany music using two beaters either alternately or simultaneously

· use drum sticks/practice pads to play along with pre-recorded music

· play tuned instruments using a variety of notation methods

· play instruments with increasing attention given to expressive detail e.g. loud/soft, louder/softer, fast/slow, faster/slower, smooth/jerky
