· precede singing with shoulder/neck relaxing exercises, breathing and voice games

e. g. D6 Mountain Music;

· establish the meaning of a song identifying moods and contrasts;

· decide how to interpret the song

e. g. D5 Mountaineers;

· Sing a wide repertoire of songs

e. g. D9 Music for Celebrations;  

· sing a wide variety of songs to consider aspects of pitch, rhythm and tempo;

· explore with a view to shape phrase by phrase;

· explore songs to consider the difference between unison harmony or solo singing.

· sing so that the words are clearly understood?

· sing with good tone and projection?

· perform expressively showing an understanding of dynamics and phrasing?

· sing expressively with confidence and enjoyment?
