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Primary School Library Policy
Aims of the school library:
· To support and encourage reading for pleasure
· To support curricular work
· To develop research and information handling skills

To support and encourage reading for pleasure
· Provide a core collection of fiction and non fiction books relevant to children’s interests

· Provide a collection of audio books to support pupils who find reading difficult

· Timetable each class to use the library during the school week and encourage pupils to borrow books to read at home

· Encourage pupils to join and use their local library

· Arrange book displays and competitions promoting books

To support curricular work
· Provide a core collection of books and other materials relevant to the curriculum and children’s reading levels
· Provide access to appropriate and relevant internet sites

· Allow pupils to access the library throughout the school day, and to borrow materials for homework
To develop research and information handling skills
· Organise the collection in a logical way (fiction alphabetically by author, non fiction by simple Dewey), and ensure pupils understand the arrangement
· Give pupils practice in finding resources
· Introduce pupils to the use of contents pages, indexes etc to find information in books.

· Develop reference and note-taking skills through the wider school curriculum

Management
The library will be managed by the senior teacher.   Day to day use will be managed by class teachers and pupils.

Funding
An allocation will be made annually from school funds
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
