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· The primary aim is to establish the practice of reading for pleasure within the entire pupil community.

· Acknowledging evidence that suggests improved reading skill boosts achievement in all subjects; secondary aims are to initiate, encourage and enhance reading among all students to positively affect studies across the entire curriculum.


· We will aim to establish a calm yet stimulating atmosphere within the Library, one that will encourage a positive response from pupils.
· From the beginning of the autumn term until the end of April the following year,  Years S1 – S3 will have one timetabled session each week in the Library.

· Students will be encouraged to read for pleasure from a wide selection of appropriate books.

· Relevant activities will underpin the essential skills to extend their reading ability. 



· The early focus will be on establishing familiarisation with the Library and reinforcing alphabet skills through practice exercises.

· The group will participate in simple book reviews, explore genre and develop group and individual basic stories.  

· By the end of the first term, individuals will be reading silently, and reviewing books they have chosen.

· Pupils will be introduced to the Dewey System, the particular categorisation of the non fiction section of Farr Library and undertake very simple non fiction exercises.

· At the end of each session the Volunteer Librarian will read a specially selected short story to the group.



· Silent reading will remain the primary focus: using the skills established in S1, work will continue on using the non fiction section of the Library.

· Simple questionnaires will familiarise students with the non fiction material and they will be asked to undertake simple topic research.

· A shared story will continue for the first half of the autumn term. Thereafter students will use the larger part of Library time for their chosen silent reading



· Silent reading remains the focal point.  

· Skills gained in the Non Fiction section will be practiced to include students evaluating different presentations of the same information and making their own judgment on the most effective. 



· The Library will be available for private study at times when the Volunteer Librarian is available. 

· Students may be given the opportunity to work in the Library in order to extend the Library opening times.

To provide publications relevant to the needs of pupils
· The library stock will encourage reading for pleasure and support the curriculum.

· The stock will cover a wide interest and ability range, taking account of equal opportunities and multi-cultural issues.  Stock will be reviewed on a regular and routine basis to ensure that the standard of provision is maintained and improved.

· Support will be provided for pupils who find reading more difficult to access, in co-operation with the Special Needs Co-ordinator and English Teacher. This will include choice and signposting of texts/resources and one-to-one informal discussions.  More challenging material and activities will be provided where appropriate and alternative material will be available for children who have a sensory impairment.  This again, will be provided in consultation with the Special Needs Co-ordinator and the child themselves.

· Recommendations from pupils and staff will be actively considered.

· Out of date material, and items in poor physical condition, or no longer relevant to the needs or interests of the pupils, will be removed from the library.

2.
To promote constructive use of the library

· Access to the library will be during publicised times.  Every effort will be made to ensure that the Library is open at least one day a week during term time. Any changes to this will be publicised in the School’s daily bulletin

· Pupils from S1 through to S3 will have one timetabled session each week in the Library.  Session content will be organised by the Volunteer Librarian in co-operation with the English Teacher.

· Non fiction books will be classified with a simplified version of the Dewey system, and a catalogue of subjects will be retained within the library at all times.

· The Fiction section will be classified by genre. 

· Pupils in years 5 and 6 may be able to access the library for private study.  This would be subject to agreement regarding staff supervision and pupil conduct within the area.

· All pupils will be expected to behave with consideration to others and with respect to resources within the library.

· The Highland Council’s TALIS automated library system will be used for issuing books, and as a record of the complete stock held.
