Using the notes you made on the A3 sheet to help you, write a piece of between 600 and 800 words 
following this plan:

Name the story and the writer and  briefly



(using PLOT notes) say what the story is about.

Explain clearly and in detail what the Republican 

sniper was like (using CHARACTER notes) and 

what you thought of him.


3
Finally (using THEME notes) say what you 


thought the theme of the story was and how the 


writer puts it across to the reader. Why is it 


thought-provoking?
