Production of a Trailer for ‘Strange Cases’

· a 6 period project

In groups  Create a 30-second trailer advertising the play as if it were a real TV show.   The trailer can use a variety of drama strategies including narration, still images, titles, clips from the exciting scenes and so on.   Your aim is to obtain a huge viewing audience when the programme is shown.

In producing your trailer, you should go through the following stages: 
1 Brainstorm ideas for what you could include in your trailer.   Remember it should be attention grabbing and interesting but you only have a limited time so think what it is practical to include.

2 Sequencing -  Once you have decided what to include, use your A3 sheet to map out the order of shots in your trailer.

3 Scripting -  Write down the script which will be used to ‘narrate’ your trailer – every word should be written down.
4 Filming and Editing -  Once you have planned and scripted your trailer, you should now film it and do some basic ‘in camera’ editing.


Once filming is completed, you will have a week before the trailer is shown.   If you wish to do some more sophisticated editing, you can arrange to do so in your own time during this week.
