Now you will witness a crime.   After you have seen it, write down no more than a page of A4 describing what you witnessed.   Imagine you were walking on a path running alongside the road.   You should try to mention all of the following-
· time of day

· weather conditions

· the locations of the events

· the vehicles involved

· number of them

· colour of them

· any other distinguishing features

· number of occupants

· the people involved

· number of them

· their physical appearance

· what they are wearing

· what actually happens

· carefully explain the events which take place in the correct order

· try to refer to the feelings and attitudes of the people involved
It is important that you should not share your observations with anyone else involved as the police may interview you later.
